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Program Overview

Family Cluster Program:
For families with children (ages3-Gr . 8) . Sessions are held weekly in participants’Suho
Mon & Tues afternoons. F a msi Adulteraate kadimg grade level spssiotis; abult sessidm fodusdsorelaationary shagng (or topics of
choice). Meets Sept through April.

Home Centered Faith Formation Program (HCFEF):
For families with children (ages 3 - Gr. 8). This program is an alternative to Family Clusters. HCFF is designed to provide faith formation opportunities to families
who desire a more flexible schedule. In addition, all enrolled families attend a number of Gatherings held Sept through April. Limited space is available.

F2 (Family Faith Formation):

This pilot program incorporates both a catechist/classroom model and involvement of parents in adult faith opportunities. Space is limited to use of onsite facilities
in the Parish Center and is aimed at families with 3" thru 5™ graders. Meeting days/times will be Wednesdays from 6:45-8 pm. Parents remain onsite during
children s f or mat addtfiormation pragramsevhich will be offered during this time frame. Assisting with classroom duties (outside of

teaching) may also be a component of the onsite program. All parents must be Safe Environment cleared.

Sacraments:

Reconciliation/Eucharist:

Children in Grade 2 and above are eligible for the sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist with proof of 1 year of consecutive prior faith formation. This
program is separate from Family Cluster, HCFF & F3, and works to supplement and prepare the child for the reception of the sacraments in a home setting. Must
submit a copy of baptismal certificate before beginning the sacramental preparation process.

Confirmation:

Two year program. Year one requires registration and participation in an approved Faith Formation/YM program. Year one may begin as early as 8" grade, but
may go as late as 11" grade.

Year two requires registration and participationinanapproved St . Gabr i el ' &AM pragran imaddRian to th@saclianeemtal prep component.

Year One options:

Sunday Night Youth Nights: Meets most Sunday evenings 7:00-8:45pm during the Faith Formation calendar year. Formation is led by Core Adults in High School
Youth Ministry.

40 Minute Break Bible Study: Growing deeper in our faith in a small group format. Meet s of f site i n participating
Formation is led by Core Adults in High School Youth Ministry. Registration required. Space limited. Contact youth director for detailed schedule.

Year Two options: (year of the Sacrament if candidate meets year one requirements)

Sunday Night Youth Nights: Meets most Sunday evenings 7:00-8:45pm during the Faith Formation calendar year. Formation is led by Core Adults in High School
Youth Ministry. Sacramental preparation will be covered in small group break outs.

Wednesday Night Confirmation: Meets most Wednesday nights 6:30-8:00pm during the Faith Formation calendar year. Formation is led by Core Adults in High
School Youth Ministry. Sacramental preparation will be covered in small group break outs. This night is reserved for year two sacramental candidates only.

40 Minute Break: Growing deeper in our faith in a small group format. Meet s of f site in partici pat i ngormaterssn s
led by Core Adults in High School Youth Ministry. Contact youth director for detailed schedule. Meets requirements of the Faith Formation component required of
second year candidates. Year two candidates who choose this option must also attend Sunday Night Youth Nights (Confirmation specific) or Wednesday Night
Confirmation when classes pertain to the sacramental prep. These dates will be provided at registration.




Early Childhood Programs (ECP):

Children’s Liturgy of the Word (CLW):

A liturgical experience for children 3 yrs of age through first grade that takes place during the Liturgy of the Word portion of Mass (9:15 and 11:00 only). CLW is
not intended to be an alternative to the Family Cluster or HCFF programs. The program is designed for two separate age groups: Pre-K and K/1* and runs
September through April. All parents are asked to volunteer and assist teachers with the groups, and must be cleared through the parish Safe Environment program.

Toddler Faith Formation (TFF):

Designed for children 24-36 months of age in the St. Zechariah Room during the 9/9:15 and 11:00 Masses. This is a loosely structured program that uses stories,
games, crafts, songs, rituals, and short age-appropriate prayers to promote Christian values in a loving and fun atmosphere. Lasts the entire Mass. Parents who
utilize this program are asked to volunteer on a monthly rotation schedule, and must be cleared through the parish Safe Environment program.

Nursery:
Equipped with age-appropriate toys, baby essentials & a paging unit, and offers the chance for children ages 6-24 months to experience agape love. Located in the

Narthex, it is a year-round program available at the Sunday morning 9:00/9:15 and 11:00 a.m. Masses. Parents who utilize this program may be asked to volunteer
and help care for the children on an occasional basis, and must be cleared through the parish Safe Environment program.

Youth Ministry:

Elementary Youth Ministryi s a dynamic ministry formed to meet the needs of and5th
are alive in the Holy Spirit and their desire to be a part of youth ministry is apparent. The goal of our Elementary Youth Ministry is to prepare the children for their
continued growth in their Catholic faith as they transition into the middle school and high school youth programs. Our monthly youth nights, typically the 2™
Monday of the month, consist of small group activities, games, songs, prayers and special events. These children have knowledge of and love for Jesus beyond what
we see daily and it is important for us to give them an environment to share that love, have fun and grow.

Middle School Youth Ministry hopes to provide several different types of activities and events throughout the year to meet the physical, mental, spiritual and
social needs of young adolescents. We realize that a comprehensive ministry must reach youth on different levels in their faith journey, as well as be innovative to
reach out to youth who have many different interests and personalities. The purpose behind any activity sponsored by Middle School Youth is ultimately to connect
young people, not only to each other, but to the living God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

MS Youth Nights meet weekly on Wednesday nights and are geared specifically for our 6", 7" and 8" graders. The nights are meant to be fun and interactive, but
also contain a strong catechetical element. The hope is to teach the Catholic faith in a welcoming and dynamic environment that includes their friends! This is an
option for Middle School Faith Formation.

High School Youth Ministry aims to guide the youth to explore and to question handed down faith by the family and church in search of making it personal
(though not private) where a teen takes responsibility for growinginone * s own f ai t h andl lifeftyde, transfeoringrthe respoesibilitysof faith growth,
beliefs and attitudes. Sometimes this happens as an encounter moment with Christ, and other times in gradual transformation. HS Youth Ministry does this by
providing a variety of opportunities to appeal to the variety of teenagers in our community. Through experiential learning, use of popular culture, and large and
small group discussions we attempt to make our faith REAL and exciting.
