Supporting Vocations

Currently St. Gabriel has a candidate who will complete the Permanent Diaconate program in 2013, a young lady serving as a Postulant in the order of The Franciscan Daughters of Mary; and 3-5 youth discerning a vocation to the priesthood and religious life.

Elijah Cup project:  Each week at Sunday Mass the celebrant calls a family, individual, or couple forward to receive the Elijah Cup. They receive a blessing and take the cup home and they pray for an increase and perseverance of vocations throughout the week.  

Vocations Committee: Promotes openness to personal vocations, especially to the priesthood and the religious life and is funded through their sponsorship of the Gift Shop where religious items are sold. They work to educate parishioners and invite them to discern their vocation prayerfully through the Elijah Cup project.  
Specific Youth Events: St. Gabriel Youth Ministry devotes specific attention to religious vocation.  Activities include visits to the Monks at the Cistercian Abby, service projects with the Franciscan Friars, specific vocation nights when clergy speak to youth, Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament devoted to vocations, and attendance at Youth 2000. 
Serra Club of North Central Dallas- St. Gabriel Parish is an active participant in this organization which has as it’s mission: to foster and promote vocations to the ministerial priesthood in the Catholic Church as a particular vocation to service: to support priests in their sacred ministry, to encourage and affirm vocations to consecrated religious life and to assist members to recognize and respond in their own lives to God’s call to holiness in Jesus Christ through the Holy Spirit.
Faith Formation

The mission of St. Gabriel Faith Formation Ministry is to provide life-long opportunities to grow in the love of God by calling all to deeper Faith in learning, worship and service to others through Jesus Christ and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit.
Adult Faith Formation Program--We believe that Faith Formation is a life-long process that begins at birth as the church welcomes children at Baptism, and continues through our adult life as we live and grow in our relationship with God and our understanding of the teachings of the Church. In addition to coming together for Sunday liturgy, our most formative faith experience, this life-long process depends largely on the quality of the lived faith experience, which is offered through a variety of opportunities for adults.. 
Family Cluster Program--For families with children (ages 3 - Gr. 8). Sessions are held weekly.  Families with children (ages 3 - Gr. 8) are grouped by children’s ages. Adults rotate leading grade level sessions; adult session focuses on lectionary sharing. 

HCFF-Home Centered Faith Formation Program-- For families HCFF is designed to provide faith formation opportunities to families who desire a flexible schedule. In addition, all enrolled families attend a number of Gatherings held Sept through April. 

F³ (Family Faith Formation)--This pilot program (2010/11) incorporates both a catechist/classroom model and involvement of parents in adult faith opportunities.  Parents remain onsite during children’s formation to attend adult formation programs.
Reconciliation/Eucharist--Children in Grade 2 and above are eligible for the sacraments of Reconciliation and Eucharist with proof of 1 year of consecutive prior faith formation. 

Confirmation-- Year one requires registration and participation in an approved Faith Formation/YM program.  Year one may begin as early as 8th grade, but may go as late as 11th grade. Year two requires registration and participation in an approved St. Gabriel’s Faith Formation/YM program in addition to the sacramental preparation component.    


Year One Options: – 8th grade youth may enroll and participate in Clusters, Home Centered, or Wednesday night Fusion programs.  High School teens may enroll and participate in Sunday night Youth Nights or. 40 Minute Break Bible    Study which meets on Wednesdays. In this program, teens grow deeper in their faith in a small group format.  

Year Two  (year of the Sacrament if candidate meets year one requirements) Candidate must attend either the Oneight Super Sunday or Wednesday night Confirmation program.  In addition candidates are encouraged to participate in Sunday Night Youth Nights or the 40 Minute Break program. 

CLW-Children’s Liturgy of the Word--A liturgical experience for children 3 yrs of age through first grade that takes place during the Liturgy of the Word portion of Mass.

TFF-Toddler Faith Formation--Designed for children 24-36 months. This is a loosely structured program that uses stories, games, crafts, songs, rituals, and short age-appropriate prayers to promote Christian values in a loving and fun atmosphere.

Nursery--Equipped with age-appropriate toys, baby essentials & a paging unit, and offers the chance for children ages 6-24 months to experience agape love.

Youth Ministry Mission Statement: To Nourish Discipleship

Nourish and develop the faith of the youth as they become young men and women so they become active witnesses to Christ and pass on their faith to others
Youth Ministry Objective: To be Catholic means to follow Christ in grace and truth, therefore, our objective is to meet young people where they are on their faith journey and provide them with opportunities to nourish the growth of their discipleship in Jesus Christ - moving them along the journey of 

GET IT, LIVE IT, PASS IT

REACH/Elementary Youth Ministry is a dynamic ministry formed to meet the needs of our youngest parishioners. The children of St. Gabriel’s in grades 3rd, 4th and 5th are alive in the Holy Spirit and their desire to be a part of youth ministry is apparent. The goal of our Elementary Youth Ministry is to prepare the children for their continued growth in their Catholic faith as they transition into the middle school and high school youth programs.  Our monthly youth nights consist of small group activities, games, songs, prayers and special events. These children have knowledge of and love for Jesus beyond what we see daily and it is important for us to give them an environment to share that love, have fun and grow. 

FUsion/Middle School Youth Ministry hopes to provide several different types of activities and events throughout the year to meet the physical, mental, spiritual and social needs of young adolescents. We realize that a comprehensive ministry must reach youth on different levels in their faith journey, as well as be innovative to reach out to youth who have many different interests and personalities. The purpose behind any activity sponsored by Middle School Youth is ultimately to connect young people, not only to each other, but to the living God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  MS Youth Nights meet weekly on Wednesday nights and are geared specifically for our 6th, 7th and 8th graders.  The nights are meant to be fun and interactive, but also contain a strong catechetical element. The hope is to teach the Catholic faith in a welcoming and dynamic environment that includes their friends! 
Revolution/High School Youth Ministry aims to guide the youth to explore and to question handed down faith by the family and church in search of making it personal (though not private) where a teen takes responsibility for growing in one’s own faith life, commitments and lifestyle, transferring the responsibility of faith growth, beliefs and attitudes. Sometimes this happens as an encounter moment with Christ, and other times in gradual transformation. HS Youth Ministry does this by providing a variety of opportunities to appeal to the variety of teenagers in our community. Through experiential learning, use of popular culture and large and small group discussions we attempt to make our faith REAL and exciting.  Sunday night is HS Youth Night and begins with 5:30 pm Mass then a shared meal at 6:30 pm, Youth Night starts at 7:00 pm.  This is a time to gather with friends (new and old), and to hear and explore the Good News that the Gospel teaches in a fun, interactive and spiritual atmosphere!
